One of the reasons behind Dr.
Hemphill’s state of awe stems from
his near death experience when he
suffered an unexplained seizure five
years ago. “God gave me my life
back,” he said, fighting back tears.
“I thought I was dreaming. But I
suffered a seizure that was supposed
to leave me as a vegetable never
able to walk or talk again. But God
gave me my life back because I had
unfinished business.”

A pivotal point in his ministry,
Dr. Hemphill describes his ‘awak-
ening’ from the dream and the sei-
zure as a new birthday for him. But
more importantly, he deems his new
journey of life as a second chance
to finish what God has destined him
to do. “

“Some people want to stand be-
fore him and hear him say ‘well
done thy good and faithful servant.’
I want to stand before him and say
‘it is finished’.”
